Instructions for Excell Graph

CREATING DATA TABLE

Information should be placed in columns.

Click on column A, cell one.

· Type in column heading.  (Hit enter.  Each time you hit enter the data will be saved to that assigned cell and the next cell in that column will be highlighted.)

· Add in the data under the cell heading.  (Hit enter each time you add in new information.)

Click on column B, cell one and repeat above.

Click on column C, cell one and repeat above.

CREATING GRAPH

Click on column A, cell one with the left mouse button and hold.  Drag the mouse to highlight all of the cells in your data table.  (The first cell that you click on will not be highlighted but will be included in your information.)

On the Tool Bar;

· Select Graph
From the Scowl Menu, under Chart type;

· Select X,Y Scatter
Under Chart sub-type;

· Select Data points connected by smooth lines with out makers.

· Select Next
You will see a chart preview.

· Select Next
Label the data table.

· Type in the chart name.

· Type in the X-axis name.

· Type in the Y-axis name.

· Select Finish.

Your graph will now appear on your data table page.  You can resize it by clicking on the outside grid lines of the table and dragging on the marked points.  

Save your table and name it, “Graph Part I”.
